A reminder:  all those going on the trip 
ï both Scouts and Adults ï must 
provide the Troop with a completed 
and physician-signed BSA Medical 
Class III physical form.  The Class III 
form is required for travel outside of 
the U.S., and may also be used for 
summer camp in place of the Class II 
form.  All completed Class III forms 
must be submitted to Mrs. Herbst by 
no later than June 30th.  Mrs. Herbst 
has blank copies of the Class III form.  
 
In the meantime ï have you started 
your Europe fitness program?  
Remember, weôll be doing a LOT of 

walking and hiking, so get in shape!  
We have less than two months to go 
at this point, so thereôs no time to 
lose.  Get up, get out, and get ready:  
Troop 78ôs going to Europe!
